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Mongolian Adventures: The Unique Experience of the Green Train
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On our second trip to Mongolia, | traveled with my old partner
Jerry, and once again the familiar T3 terminal at the Capital Airport
became the starting point of our journey. Although Ulaanbaatar
was just a stone's throw away, our connecting flights gave us a
special "intermission”. The night at the capital airport became our
temporary camp in a foreign country.

The real story happened the moment we stepped into the
Mongolian hinterland. At the invitation of our client, we set out for
the city of Sainshandar in the Eastern Gobi, where a distant oil
refinery project was hidden. 450 kilometers away, not by plane, not
by car, but by a time machine - the Mongolian green train, a means
of transportation almost unimaginable to the younger generation
in China. Ulaanbaatar train station, a surprisingly simple place. No
security check was needed, we walked directly onto the platform,
and the conductor simply confirmed our names on a list to count as
a ticket check.

As night fell, the scenes of China's Spring Festival transportation
20 years ago seemed to reappear in front of our eyes. The train
started slowly, taking us through time and space. Inside the train,
the simple Mongolian passengers used smiles and simple language
to build a bridge of communication, although the conversation
was limited to simple greetings such as "Hello, what's your name",
but it was warm enough to warm the hearts of the people. Jerry's
gentlemanly behavior made him choose the top bunk, while | was
"lucky" to enjoy the "hustle and bustle" of the bottom bunk. The
hustle and bustle of the night was the laughter of the poker game
and my most direct experience of this simplicity.

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The Classical Gardens of Suzhou
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In China's tourism category, or indispensable to have a garden; Chinese gardens is a combination of architecture, landscape, flowers and trees
into a comprehensive work of art, here is the best practice to understand the traditional Chinese culture; China's four major gardens (Summer
Palace, Chengde Summer Resort, The Humble Administrator’s Garden, Liouyuan). Suzhou is home to two, giving rise to the saying, “Gardens in
the south of the Yangtze River are the best in the world, and Suzhou gardens are the best among them.”
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The Quintessence of Private Gardens - The Humble Administrator’s Garden

The name “Humble Administrator’s Garden” is derived from the phrase “the governance of a humble man” in Pan Yue’s “Ode to a Quiet Life,”
which modestly implies limited political ability. This expression is a unique form of self-deprecation in Chinese culture. The Humble Administrator's
Garden is an example of a large garden (private garden), with water as the core of the garden, with the pond accounting for about three-fifths of
the area, and most of the main buildings built alongside the water.

The garden was built by Wang Xianchen in the Ming Dynasty, with many additions and repairs in later generations, but fortunately its central
pattern has not changed much, thus still retaining the sparse pattern of the Ming literati gardens. The garden can be divided into three parts:
the central part is the best part of the Humble Administrator's Garden, which also has the most old remnants; the western part of the garden
has been greatly reconstructed, but the arrangement is still acceptable; the eastern part has been changed into the People's Park, which has
changed a lot in recent times.

The beauty of the Humble Administrator’s Garden lies in its ethereal and harmonious design. The scenic spots are ingeniously arranged to suit
the natural landscape, making it ideal for dynamic viewing. What is "dynamic viewing"? It refers to the experience of strolling and observing,
where each step reveals a new scene. Paths wind around ponds, and corridors guide visitors along, much like appreciating a long scroll of
Chinese landscape painting. As the scroll unfolds, the viewer is drawn in, progressing step by step, allowing for both immersive exploration and
moments of pause to take in the beauty.

There are a few spots in the garden that should never be missed; “The Pavilion of My Bamboo Seclusion” is a pavilion with a four-sided pointed
roof, each side having a circular archway.The archway is like a picture frame, leaving the scenery of the four seasons. Looking west from the
pavilion, the North Temple Pagoda towers over the forest, like a building in the garden, which is an excellent way to borrow the scenery.

The “Loquat Garden” is located in the relatively secluded southeastern corner of the central section. It is separated from the Yuanyang Hall by
a cloud wall, adopting the “garden within a garden” technique from imperial gardens, which adds a sense of spatial layering. From the archway
within the garden, one can gaze out at the Xuexiang Yunwei Pavilion outside, while inside, the Jiashi Pavilion and Linglong Hall create a clever
juxtaposition of views.

Another core attraction is the “Lotus Breeze Pavilion” situated on an island in the western section. The name itself evokes the refreshing imagery
of a lotus-scented breeze. This pavilion is the best place to admire lotus flowers in the summer, though it offers scenic views year-round. To the

east, it forms a visual alignment with the “Secluded Abode of Wutong and Bamboo,” to the north with the “Jianshan Tower,” and to the south, it
opens up to a long, layered space, creating a deep perspective with the “Xiaofeihong” and “Xiaocanglang” pavilions.
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
